Insp Woods outlined Operation Shield and asked the Council to support the project and help publicise it. It is a unique DNA marking system which allows Cheshire Police to identify whether any arrested suspects have handled marked property. Cheshire Constabulary will co-ordinate purchases in order to obtain the benefits of bulk purchase.

The Community Transport Committee

    reported that July, August & September trips had been

    agreed, a new set of keys had been cut and replacement 

    seats were being considered from the back of the bus. A 

    Planning meeting had been cancelled due to no 

    applications.  The Annual Appraisal had been undertaken 

    and a report will be provided at the next meeting.
    Cllrs Hancock & Lawton reported that they had attended the
    opening of the new path at Thurlwood with the Clerk. Both 
     councillors attended a meal in the Royal Oak afterwards 
     and Mr Shenton (the developer who provided the path) paid
     for Cllr Hancock’s meal.
B) PCSO Report  – No report had been received.
C) CEC – Cllr Wardlaw reported that Congleton doesn’t collect  

     the cut grass but relies upon frequent cutting (undertaken 
     by the Town Council’s team on behalf of CEC). She also 
     reported on: the flooding problems on the highways (due to 
     gullies not having the capacity/being blocked); the walking 
     to school initiative (together with cuts to certain school bus 
     routes); the fly tipping campaign; rogue landlords and the 

     Congleton link road.
     Cllr Cook raised the issue of blocked drains (esp Spring 

     Bank, Mount Pleasant Road and Mow Lane). 

     Cllr C Harwood raised the flooding at the Chance Hall 

     Lane/Poolside junction and at the A36 end of Chance Hall 

     Lane.

D) Village Halls – The Council’s representatives reported on 
     the halls. Cllr Hemsley raised the different standards of 
     accommodation for meetings (heating, furniture arranged 
     for the meeting, key access, etc). Cllr Lawton reported on 
     Mount Pleasant Village Hall. Rode Heath & Scholar Green 
     committees had not met recently. All 3 halls are working
